The First Sunday of Advent, 30th November 2025. 

ALMIGHTY God, give us grace that we may cast away the works of darkness, 
and put upon us the armour of light, now in the time of this mortal life in which 
thy Son Jesus Christ came to visit us in great humility; that in the last day, when 
he shall come again in his glorious majesty to judge both the quick and the 
dead, we may rise to the life immortal; through him who liveth and reigneth with 
thee and the Holy Ghost, one God, now and for ever.  Amen. 

This Collect is to be repeated every day, with the other Collects in Advent, until 
Christmas-Eve. 

Saint Andrew’s Day, Sunday 30th November 2025. 

Almighty God, who didst give such grace unto thy holy Apostle Saint Andrew, that 
he readily obeyed the calling of thy Son Jesus Christ, and followed him without 
delay; Grant unto us all, that we, being called by thy holy word, may forthwith 
give up ourselves obediently to fulfil thy holy commandments; through the same 
Jesus Christ our Lord.

Grant, O Lord, that in all our sufferings here upon earth for the testimony of thy 
truth, we may steadfastly look up to heaven, and by faith behold the glory that 
shall be revealed; and, being filled with the Holy Ghost, may learn to love and 
bless our persecutors by the example of thy first Martyr Saint Stephen, who 
prayed for his murderers to thee, O blessed Jesus, who standest at the right 
hand of God to succour all those that suffer for thee, our only Mediator and 
Advocate.

O almighty God, who out of the mouths of babes and sucklings hast ordained 
strength, and madest infants to glorify thee by their deaths; Mortify and kill all 
vices in us, and so strengthen us by thy grace, that by the innocency of our 
lives, and constancy of our faith even unto death, we may glorify thy holy Name; 
through Jesus Christ our Lord.  Amen. 

The Circumcision of Christ, Thursday 1st January 2026. 

ALMIGHTY God, who madest thy blessed Son to be circumcised, and obedient 
to the law for man; Grant us the true Circumcision of the Spirit; that, our hearts, 
and all our members, being mortified from all worldly and carnal lusts, we may 
in all things obey thy blessed will; through the same thy Son Jesus Christ our 
Lord.

O GOD, who didst wonderfully create, and yet more wonderfully restore, the 
dignity of human nature: Grant that we may share the divine life of him who 
humbled himself to share our humanity, thy Son Jesus Christ; who liveth and 
reigneth with thee, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, for ever and ever.

The Epiphany, or the Manifestation of Christ to the 
Gentiles, Tuesday 6th January 2026. 

O GOD, who by the leading of a star didst manifest thy only-begotten Son to the 
Gentiles: Mercifully grant, that we, which know thee now by faith, may after this 
life have the fruition of thy glorious Godhead; through Jesus Christ our Lord.  
Amen.  



The First Sunday after the Epiphany, 11th January 2026. 

O LORD, we beseech thee mercifully to receive the prayers of thy people which 
call upon thee; and grant that they may both perceive and know what things 
they ought to do, and also may have grace and power faithfully to fulfil the 
same; through Jesus Christ our Lord.

The presentation of Christ in the temple, commonly 
called the Purification of Saint Mary the Virgin, 
Monday 2nd February 2026. 

Almighty and everliving God, we humbly beseech thy Majesty, that, as thy 
only-begotten Son was this day presented in the temple in substance of our 
flesh, so we may be presented unto thee with pure and clean hearts, by the 
same thy Son Jesus Christ our Lord.  Amen.  



The Sunday called Sexagesima, or the second Sunday 
before Lent, 8th February 2026. 

O LORD God, who seest that we put not our trust in any thing that we do; 
Mercifully grant that by thy power we may be defended against all adversity; 
through Jesus Christ our Lord.  Amen.  



The Sunday called Quinquagesima, or the next Sunday 
before Lent, 15th February 2026. 

O LORD, who hast taught us that all our doings without charity are nothing 
worth; Send thy Holy Ghost and pour into our hearts that most excellent gift of 
charity, the very bond of peace and of all virtues, without which whosoever 
liveth is counted dead before thee.  Grant this for thine only Son Jesus Christ’s 
sake.  Amen.  



The First Day of Lent, 18th February 2026, 

Commonly called Ash-Wednesday. 

ALMIGHTY and everlasting God, who hatest nothing that thou hast made and 
dost forgive the sins of all them that are penitent: Create and make in us new 
and contrite hearts, that we, worthily lamenting our sins, and acknowledging our 
wretchedness, may obtain of thee, the God of all mercy, perfect remission and 
forgiveness; through Jesus Christ our Lord.

This Collect is to be read every day in Lent after the Collect appointed for the 
Day.

O LORD, who for our sake didst fast forty days and forty nights; Give us grace 
to use such abstinence, that, our flesh being subdued to the Spirit, we may ever 
obey thy godly motions in righteousness, and true holiness, to thy honour and 
glory, who livest and reignest with the Father and the Holy Ghost, one God, 
world without end.  Amen. 

ALMIGHTY and everlasting God, who hatest nothing that thou hast made and 
dost forgive the sins of all them that are penitent: Create and make in us new 
and contrite hearts, that we, worthily lamenting our sins, and acknowledging our 
wretchedness, may obtain of thee, the God of all mercy, perfect remission and 
forgiveness; through Jesus Christ our Lord.  Amen. 

Saint Matthias’s Day, Tuesday 24th February 2026.

O MERCIFUL God, who hast made all men, and hatest nothing that thou hast 
made, nor wouldest the death of a sinner, but rather that he should be 
converted and live; Have mercy upon all Jews, Turks, Infidels, and Hereticks, 
and take from them all ignorance, hardness of heart, and contempt of thy Word; 
and so fetch them home, blessed Lord, to thy flock, that they may be saved 
among the remnant of the true Israelites, and be made one fold under one 
shepherd, Jesus Christ our Lord, who liveth and reigneth with thee and the Holy 
Spirit, one God, world without end.  Amen. 

ALMIGHTY and everlasting God, who hatest nothing that thou hast made and 
dost forgive the sins of all them that are penitent: Create and make in us new 
and contrite hearts, that we, worthily lamenting our sins, and acknowledging our 
wretchedness, may obtain of thee, the God of all mercy, perfect remission and 
forgiveness; through Jesus Christ our Lord.

At Morning Prayer, instead of the Psalm, O come, let us sing, &c. these Anthems 
shall be sung or said. 

CHRIST our Passover is sacrificed for us : therefore let us keep the feast; Not 
with the old leaven, nor with the leaven of malice and wickedness : but with the 
unleavened bread of sincerity and truth.  1 Cor. v. 7 

Christ being raised from the dead dieth no more : death hath no more dominion 
over him. For in that he died, he died unto sin once : but in that he liveth, he 
liveth unto God. Likewise reckon ye also yourselves to be dead indeed unto sin : 
but alive unto God through Jesus Christ our Lord.  Rom. vi. 9 

Christ is risen from the dead : and become the first-fruits of them that slept. For 
since by man came death : by man came also the resurrection of the dead. For 
as in Adam all die : even so in Christ shall all be made alive.  1 Cor. xv. 20.
